Co-located Services

A full-time Department of Social and Health
Services (DSHS) representative at our
Cornwall Avenue office in Bellingham helps
customers with a multitude of questions and
issues, including help with DSHS forms, new

services, or questions about letters or benefits.

Energy Project

Energy Project staff raise awareness about
energy issues and work to assure customers,
especially those with low incomes, receive
help with the rising cost of energy. This
program, housed at the Opportunity Council,
is a collaborative effort of the Washington
State Department of Community Trade and
Economic Development and the Washington
State Community Action Partnership.

AmeriCorp VISTA

In 2008, VISTA volunteers contributed
18,057 volunteer hours locally to

develop programs that prevent or reduce
poverty. The Opportunity Council
coordinates VISTA projects in Whatcom,

Island, and San Juan counties.

Island County Outreach

In San Juan County we work closely
with the resource centers on Lopez,
San Juan and Orcas islands and also
with the Opal Community Land
Trust on Orcas Island to deliver vital
community services such as housing
and energy assistance programs.

Information & Resources

Online Resource Directory

The Opportunity Council set up an online
database of local community resources.
The Community Resource Directory is

a listing of community agencies and
services that are most likely to meet

the needs of individuals and families
served by the Opportunity Council.

Resource & Referral

Opportunity Council offices in Oak
Harbor and Bellingham are open
Monday through Friday to help
people connect with basic services
and provide referrals to other
community services. In 2008, we
received over 5,000 requests for help.

Child Care Resource & Referral
In 2008 we responded to over 4,500

calls and emails from families, business
owners, schools, and others seeking
information about child care services in
Island, San Juan, and Whatcom counties.

Community Voice Mail

Community Voice Mail provides a

free phone number and voice mail
service so people who don’t have their
own phone can get messages for job
searches, health care providers, housing
options, family members, and more.

In 2008, we partnered with 30
community organizations in Whatcom
County to provide 732 people with

a CVM account. In Island County

47 people utilized this service.

Transportation

We provide gas vouchers and bus
passes on a limited basis in Whatcom
and Island counties. Some solid
waste passes were also available

for income-eligible clients who are
living in recreational vehicles.

In 2008 we distributed 142 solid

waste passes in Island County.
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Opportunity Council staff help provide training and
oversight for the Supported Works Program

We help parents gain confidence and job experience through
work placements at local non-profit and government agencies.
Parents on TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families) can

enter a Supported Work Program with a wide range of skills

and education, but they all share a common goal of wanting to
support their families and create positive change in their lives.

We offer a range of housing
services to help people get and

maintain housing.

Energy Assistance

In-Home Conservation Education

This program helps reduce the
energy burden on low-income
households. Qualified energy
educators provide households with
education, in-home energy audits,
energy conservation products,
do-it-yourself weatherization
materials, and referrals to other
programs and agencies.

Energy Assistance

In 2008, our communities
experienced dramatic increases
in energy costs, including a 26
percent raise in natural gas fees.

In 2008, our Energy Assistance
programs provided nearly 6,000 grants
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to help keep people warm in Island,

San Juan, and Whatcom counties.

* 3,164 households stayed warm
with grants from the Low Income
Home Energy Assistance Program
(LIHEAP): 745 in Island, 158 in San
Juan, and 2,261 in Whatcom County.

* 1,989 households were served
with Puget Sound Energy Home
Energy Lifeline Program (PSE
HELP) including 436 in Island,
1,553 in Whatcom County

* 399 households were helped
through the Cascade Natural Gas
Washington Energy Assistance
Fund (WEAF): 23 in Island,
and 376 in Whatcom County

* 417 households received help
through the Salvation Army Warm
Home Fund in Island County

A family donation of $100,000 helped the Opportunity Council
establish the Jeff Freeman Memorial Fund in 2008. The gift is in
memory of a former employee, Jeff Freeman, who worked from

1998 - 2005 on an Opportunity Council program that made home

improvements for families who had children with asthma. Jeff died

in 2007 and his family has established this fund in his name and

pledged to continue supporting the program in perpetuity.

Weatherization and Home Repair

Weatherization

'The Opportunity Council helps
low-income households reduce their
annual energy bills 20 to 30 percent

by weather-proofing older homes or
improving the efficiency of heating
systems and appliances. We weatherized
110 housing units in 2008.

Home Repair Loan Program

'This deferred loan or grant program
provides home repairs for income-
eligible homeowners and contributes
to the safety, comfort, and durability
of a home. When these loans are
repaid, the money is returned to the
home repair program to be reinvested
in another home and continue to

help build a healthy community.

In 2008, this program helped

improve 56 units of housing.
Lead Paint Hazard Control

In the United States, lead was used in
residential house paint prior to 1978. In
2008 Washington State was awarded a
Lead Hazard Control Grant through the
US Department of Housing and Urban
Development to help income-eligible
families by identifying and removing

any lead paint hazard from homes.

'The Opportunity Council participated
in this program by testing houses built
before 1978 where children under the
age of six reside. The program goal is to
make 27 homes free of lead hazards.

In April 2008 the new Whatcom Homeless Service Center opened

its office in the Opportunity Council’s building at 1111 Cornwall

Avenue in Bellingham.

The Center works in partnership with Whatcom County, the City

of Bellingham, and local homeless housing organizations with

the goal of finding “a home for everyone.” It provides a new

innovative approach to prevent and end homelessness using

“housing-first” strategies.

“In my ten plus years of community development work, | have

never seen this level of collaboration and trust around such a

complex issue,” Director Greg Winter said.

Homeless Housing

Whatcom Homeless Service Center

"This new Center opened in April
2008 to provide an innovative

and collaborative approach to
homelessness in Whatcom County.

In its first year, the Center staft worked
with local housing partners, including
the Opportunity Council, to re-house
116 homeless households and prevent
evictions for 150 households.

Funding for the Center comes from
a Homeless Grant Assistant Program
from Washington State Department
of Community, Trade and Economic
Development together with locally
generated sources for affordable
housing and homeless prevention.

Our shelter and case management services
help people who are homeless or at risk
of becoming homeless. We work side by
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side with families to provide resources,
stability, and tools for self-sufficiency.
